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“But when the fullness of time had come, God sent forth
his Son, born of woman, born under the law” (Gal. 4:4
ESV).

Although this is not a typical Christmas verse, it reveals
some of the perfect qualities from the God that produced
Christmas. First, Paul says “when the fullness of time had
come”. This phrase reminds us that God controls time and
acts according to a perfect plan. The coming of the Messiah
was not a random event, but fruit of a careful management
of times and ages. Our life is in the hands of a wise and
powerful Father, who has our present and future under his
control.

Second, Paul says that God “sent forth his Son”. This is a
God who makes clear and specific decisions. His love and
compassion led him to send his only Son to this tiny tplanet
for our salvation. Of course, this is the greatest act of love in
history; but, at the same time, it was difficult and painful.
We should make clear decisions based on our values and
convictions, no matter how difficult they are.

Third, the verse says that Jesus was “born of woman, born
under the law”. Here, the Bible reveals to us that God
decided to accomplish his perfect plan by taking correct
steps. He didn’t just say “Let every person be saved”. It was
necessary that a human-being-descendant-of-Eve was the
Savior. Not always the right path is the shortest one. God
sent his Son in a fully human form, even being subject to
the Law in order to make everything the right way. What an
eicample of responsibility and carefulness in executing his
plan.

Every time we celebrate Christmas, we affirm the perfect
character of a God that showed us his control over time, his
decisive action and his righteousness in every step of the
plan of salvation. May our Christmas be filled with these
excellent qualities of integrity and uprightness.
